The annual Eagle River Water Festival inspires local kids to learn about the rivers and
streams that surround them. All 350-400 of Eagle County's 5th-graders come together for a
day of experiential learning, during which they'll visit a selection of ~25 stations. 1200+
students have attended since 2019, and the festival is highly anticipated by kids.
